Matters arising:

Greening Campaign. 

About 60 people had attended launch meeting and apparently 20 signed up for steering group. Some debate about the demands made of members – should we not be encouraging more action? Nicola wondered whether the asks were appropriate for a city where large numbers already walked/used public transport. Important that we kept in touch.
Community First

Mike had been to the AGM of the former PCCS on 22/9 as he thought it would be a good opportunity to get the green message out to local voluntary groups. It had not been particularly well attended. He had collected some useful information on sources of funding. We need to be linked into this group in any case as it was a way of being linked to around 700 local voluntary groups and we could get material into their newsletter.
Wind Power.

Useful meeting with UNISON on alternative energy options. Sue had since written to David Williams, copies to Gerald Vernon-Jackson and Jasmine Fletcher, asking for clarification on their energy plans and whether they would consider signing up to the 10:10 campaign which both Labour and Lib Dems seemed to be supporting. No reply yet.
Copenhagen/The Wave
Important to get people talking about this and signing up to come to the Wave (thousands of people encircling Parliament on 5/12). Chris Price was going to be booking a bus and had got some funding from UNISON. We needed to organise a workshop to make blue banners etc. See SCC website. How to build up momentum. Public meetings? Stalls/Press coverage? We had 500 flyers from SCC plus posters. Stop Climate Chaos and Campaign against Climate Change had offered to send speakers to local meetings to talk about action around Copenhagen and the march. Aakash was keen on organising open meeting at the university and we discussed this at some length. (He would be going to Copenhagen). 
We thought it would be worth organising several events, aimed at different audiences. One could be music/comedy, another more speaker based. Another getting ideas form people who attend? Maybe one focused on local issues, another national, another looking at what needs to be achieved at Copenhagen? Ellen McArthur? David James?

Aakash, Nicola, Matt, Christine and Owen (plus anyone else interested) would meet at the King St Tavern on Wed 14th Oct at 5.30 to get more ideas together.

New materials

With a grant from Greener Communities and design work by Christine and Gerry Hinde, we had now got a banner for tables, a pull-up banner plus new membership leaflets and the newsletter we used at the Green Fair. These were now being used in the Central Library and it was hoped they could go round to other libraries later but other ideas would be welcome
One World Week

Sue distributed flyers for the One World event on 18/10 which would include a workshop ion climate change. She suggested getting visitors to sign up for the 10:10 campaign, maybe directly onto a computer. Nicola and Christine offered to help.
350 ppm
Hansen and others have been arguing that this is highest safe level of CO2 before tipping mechanisms come into play. We are already higher than this and the levels are rising by about 2 ppm each year. See http://www.350.org/about.

Aakash was hoping to organise an event on the global day of action 24th October. Maybe 350 people forming an image in Guildhall Square? Rob Hine had suggested getting light bulbs into the 350 shape and getting film as people take them, which could then be shown in reverse. Some discussion about whether light-bulbs were the right image because it should be something more challenging but only other thought was fruit and veg so we’ll investigate getting light-bulbs. Aakash had got the Uni boxing group involved – could make a good photo.
